Delivering a lecture on the
topic “Technology, Teachers and
Transformation of Higher Educa-
tion’ as part of Teachers' Day cel-
ebrations at Maulana Azad
National Urdu  University
(MANUU), Prof Qamar urged
teachers to equip themselves with

better technology to improve the
quality of teaching. He described
technology as a tool to improve
quality.

Prof Qamar rued the fact that
in most of the cases the ability
and eligibility criteria for the ap-
pointment of teacher is compro-
mised at the selection level.

While stressing the need to im-
prove the ecosystem of education,
he pointed out that a good
teacher inspires others to emulate
him/her. However, a corrupt sys-
tem can spoil a good teacher, he
cautioned.

Teachers need to improve if
they expect respect from the so-
ciety. Non-performance by the
teachers will give excuse for pri-
vatisation and under-investment
in higher education, he said.

Prof Qamar described the pres-
ent day youth as more creative as
they are exposed to technology.
Mere physical presence in the
classroom is not enough for
learning, he remarked. Students
share two-third while one-third
responsibility lies with the
teacher, he said.
