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Hyderabad: Leadership for social change means modelling behaviour. Persons 

leading the community must address resistance to immunisation, girl education and 

general health. 

These were the views expressed by Siddhartha Shrestha, Chief of Communication for 

Development (C4D), UNICEF India on Wednesday in Maulana Azad National Urdu 

University (MANUU).
